The Tournament Director may invite players, who are not eligible, in order that the tournament may offer GM/IM norms.  Such players will not be entitled to become Scottish Champion.

Note 3:
For players born prior to 1957.

Note 4:
A 9 round FIDE rated tournament open to all except Championship qualifiers.

Note 5:
Open to all players below the stated grade. Title, and prize of £50 minimum awarded to highest placed eligible player.

Venue: St Maurice’s Sports Hall, Cumbernauld.  Adequate parking is available at the complex.

* Special Prizes:  Lord Kirkwood has graciously donated a prize to be awarded for the Best Game played at the 2007 Scottish Championship. The winner of this significant sum of money will be decided by a panel of players. There will also be Giant Killer and Best Swindle prizes

Chess Scotland is indebted to North Lanarkshire Council who have included the event in the 50th Anniversary celebrations of Cumbernauld New Town.

Rules:  The Tournament Director reserves the right to take measures to facilitate the smooth running of all events.  He may refuse entry, withdraw competitors, re-arrange events or vary the prize money for any of the events.  

Players should not drink alcohol within the playing arena.

Cash prizes for unrated players are at the discretion of the Tournament Director.

An Appeals Committee shall be appointed.

In the event of ties, titles and prize monies will be shared equally except in the Championship itself.  The method of tie-break shall be decided by players prior to the event.  If you wish to vote please contact Alex McFarlane for a voting form.

Players without opponents may be re-paired after the elapse of 30 minutes.  Players arriving more than 30 minutes late but within one hour will be given a half point bye if no appropriate opponent is available.

Byes are available only in weekend events.  Players wishing a bye must request it on the entry form.  Players competing in the U1800 or U1500 Championships may request a 1st round bye in the weekend events up to 5pm on the Friday evening.

In the unlikely event of a player asking for a bye after round 2 then it will not count towards any Championship title. 

Qualification rules for the Championship can be found in the CS Rules Book and on the CS website.

Play shall be governed by the FIDE Laws of Chess.

When considering eligibility for grade restricted tournaments preference will be given to UK grades, then FIDE ratings, then other national ratings.

Mobile Phones: It is forbidden for anybody to use a mobile phone in the playing venue and any area designated by the arbiter.  This will include phones in silent mode. 

Players whose phones go off during play will LOSE their game.  The result for the opponent will be decided by the Arbiter.

Anyone who MUST have an active phone should inform the arbiter prior to the beginning of play – failure to do so shall result in the player forfeiting the game.

Under the 2005 Laws players are not allowed to write down their moves prior to playing them.  Normally a warning will be given for a first infringement.  Repeat offenders may lose their game.

Smoking is not permitted in the building.  Scottish Law prohibits smoking in an enclosed public place.

Entry to the event is deemed to be acceptance of the above conditions.

Boys and Girls Championships are included within each tournament of 7or 9 rounds (exc. Seniors).  The title awarded to the top boy or girl will be dependant on the grading band for the event.

It is hoped that the 2008 Championship in Glasgow will include a special Invitation event.  The 2007 Scottish champion will be invited to take part.
