Scottish Championship Tie-break

The Scottish Championship will be held in its normal form in 2007.  In 2008 it may alter to be held within an International Open.  I am therefore canvassing players to establish their preferred method of tie break.  Players should indicate with a 1 their preferred option, a 2 for their second choice and so on.  The method of single transferrable vote will be used until any one option has a clear majority of those voting.  (The least favoured option will drop out and those who voted for it will have their vote reassigned to their second option, etc).  To confirm that each person only has one vote players must give their name.  If no name is given on the form then that form will be declared null.  

The vote may also be weighted by likelihood to play in the Championship.  In this case preference will be given to the votes of recent Championship players and to up and coming players who may wish to participate.
