Options for the Scottish Championship in future years.

It is obvious that without a sponsor the current format for the Scottish Championships cannot continue.  Even with a sponsor some review of the congress is necessary.  I am therefore taking this opportunity to gauge the opinion of Scottish players on the way forward.  Please include your name on the form otherwise it will not be counted.  Your name is for my benefit only and will not be distributed with the results.

Option 1 – Status Quo.  Even without paying titled players a deficit of £1000 is to be expected due to increasing costs of hall rental.

Option 2 – Stage the Championship over 6 days with 2 rounds on alternate days e.g. Saturday Afternoon Rd 1, Sun rds 2,3, Mon 4, Tue 5,6, Wed 7, Thur 8,9.  Subsidiary events fitting round this. Or Tue, 1,2, Wed 3,Thur 4,5, Fri 6, Sat, 7,8,Sun 9 

Option 3 – Stage the Championship over 5 days with 2 rounds per day and one round on the last day.

Option 4 – Have the Championships as a weekend congress until such times as finances allow.  This devalues the event but would ensure its continued existence.  The numbers in the Championship would have to be reduced to 8-10. No title norms would be available.

Option 5 – Have an Open tournament (similar to Hastings or Scottish Centenary) with title going to highest Scottish player.  Subsidiary events held in the mornings and afternoon to help subsidise costs.
